Policy 9400 NEWS MEDIA RELATIONS

Representatives of the local newspapers and radio and television stations are an important
link in the communications chain between the school district and the community it
serves. The maintenance of good working relationship with members of the press is
essential to meeting the objectives of the district's school and community relations
program.

The Board of Education must give formal approval to all basic practices governing
relations between news media and the district and reserves the right to negotiate, on terms
most favorable to the district, for the radio broadcasting, televising, filming, or sound
recording of any school event by an outside agency.

The Communications Coordinator shall be the chief communications representative of
the Board. He or she shall be readily available to media representatives, provide media
representatives with all appropriate and necessary information, suggest or supply feature
articles or stories, prepare "press Kits," assist school and parent organizations with press
relations, meet periodically with media representatives, and protect school personnel
from any unnecessary demands on their time by news media representatives.
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
